A chronologic survey of the musical events of Hazrat Inayat Khan and his Companions.
Summary by Alim Vosteen of Sufilab - Sufi Lovehood All-Beloved-
for Sufi Archives Recordings – SAR Music Productions.

1890 before and around this music survey started all in India.
In America there was to held an important prestige conference on Indian Music. 

Maula Baksh was invited, but considered by the Family too old and too vulnerable.

The young Inayat was yet obvious too young for his intense longing to travel to the West.

1906 Gyanshala Baroda
The Maharajah Sayaji Rao Geakwar founded the First Indian Academy of Music in Baroda,

Maula Bhakhs, the grandfather of Inayat Khan, was appointed as the first Director of this Gayan Shala, this was the dream of his life and the future fortune for his musical family.
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1909

Professor Inayat Khan made his first record session in Calcutta for 16 records 78 rpm with 31 traditional Indian songs It proved to be the only one of three yearly contractual sessions caused by Inayat’s  leaving with his Companions in 1910 to America and the Western world.
These records were in time for long considered to be the lost records not to be found.

See in 1994 when they were remastered from the original takes of EMI Archive in London on two expensive CD’s with a splendid inlay and on a cheaper music cassette with 30 songs.
See also 1998 when they were non commercial remastered by Alim Vosteen for Sufi Archives
Recordings for more natural sound with right pitch and less noise, on two CD’s SAR. 
Since then they are happily more used as representation of Murshids Indian Voice.
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1914

During their stay in Moscow many music events take place.

Of these events are known much of the music for the play Shakuntala. Songs,  arrangements and orchestrations are later found and executed. A draft for a play Omar Khayyam was later found. Some songs of this play are remembered and preserved by Murshid Musharaff Khan and by his piano accompanist Hakim van Lohuizen. 

The Sufi Friends in Russia have done great work to find documents of this residence in Moscow.
1915-1920
During their stay in London there were all kind of music activities. Concerts, eastern music teachings and also western music learning. From Hazrat Inayat Khan is preserved the song of invocation he used for opening of his lectures in America. From his brother Sheikh Maheboob Khan there were published seven songs with piano accompaniments, published in the early Sufi Quarterlies. Sheikh Maheboob was also the Head of the Music Department of the Order. 
From Murshid Ali Khan are known three songs and a piano composition for opening and singing in the newly started Universal Worship.
1924
Murshid Inayat Khan was in Berlin 1924 and makes a recording of a Song, a Speech and a Invocation. The records is indicated with the date1925.
From the handwriting  of Pir-o-Murshid Inayat Khan on a postcard to Murshida Fazal Mai:
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Tuesday, Berlin                                              
(19 oct.1924.) 
My blessed Murshida
One lecture I gave with a 

bad translator & the other I 

am to give. Many are to be

received in the order & the

cause is going on further

every day. I thank you for

your prayers which I feel

beyond words. A museum


is to take down my voice in

the gramophone records to keep            
for the coming generation.          
With many hearty blessings, Murshid. 
See in 1988 when this secret and sacred recording of Murshids voice in the West was first 

published by Alim Vosteen for Sufi Archive Recordings first on MC and in 1999 on CD.  
Since then the Voice of Inayat sounds all over the world, also to hear on Youtube Sufilab.

1925

Maheboob Khan together with Musharaff Khan made in 1925 each 7 records 78 rpm with 14 traditional Indian songs belonging to the tradition of the Family, 
In the twenties and thirties they made frequently Indian music performances together.
For Maheboob Khan it is still the only known recording of his voice.

See 1988 when these recordings were published by Alim Vosteen as SAR recordings.

First on a music cassette in 1988 and in 1999 on two CD’s.

1926

In the Summerschool in Suresnes an amateur mute film was taken by Jan Wildschut of three  minutes as a memory on his way to the Netherlands Indies.
On Murshid’s request he made also a film from the ceremony of the first stone laying for the Universal and of the establishing the Confraternity of the Sufi Message for another 3 minutes.
They are the only known film pictures of Hazart Inayat Khan.

In 1967  Summer school a film copy silent super 8 improved made by Pherooz Pool was sold of the ceremonial part.
Since then these pictures are widespread in all sizes and qualities, see also on youtube.

Further recent efforts to better the copy quality from both originals are not yet very successful.

From Murshid Ali Khan 3 Sufi songs were recorded by Sweden Radio on two  78 rpm Records.

1955-1967

Tape recordings of speeches and songs by Murshid Ali Khan en Murshid Musharaff Khan were faithful made by Murshida Shahzadi Khan-de Koningh  and from 1967 by Alim Vosteen.

These tape recordings are in 2019 all digitalised by Alim Vosteen for further ordering. 
This large historic sound archive includes recordings from ca 1955 till 1967 and contains:

ca 24 hrs Speech, 18 hrs Sama Songs, 12 hrs Concerts, 18 hrs Piano Songs.
1958
In 1958 a memorial record 45 rpm was made of Pir-o-Murshid M. Ali Khan as a gift by Metronome Records Denmark with four songs. Piano accompaniment by Halima Lange.
Now to hear on Youtube clip Sufilab 2019 by Alim Vosteen.

In 1968  a memorial record 45 rpm was made of Pir-o-Murshid Musharaff Khan with 6 sufi songs with piano accompaniment and comments by Hakim van Lohuizen.
Produced and executed by Alim Vosteen. Now to hear on Youtube clip SufiLab 2019.
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1969

In Februari 1969 the first Pilgrimage of the Sufi Movement was made to sacred places in India and to the Dargah in Delhi for the Vuslat of Hazart Inayat Khan.

Murshid Fazl was the initiator and Alim Vosteen was organiser, tour guide and reporter as well.

The authority of the Dargah became after that clear and legal for its good future. 
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1970 ca till 1999 ca
Many Summerschool recordings in the Universel Katwijk are made on music cassettes of lectures and concerts taken by Alim Vosteen, Some hundred music cassettes still to work out.

Also the Zikrs and music by Fazl Inayat Khan are on master music cassettes for reproduction.
1985

In 1985 a first representative selection was made from the old tape recordings.
From Murshid Ali Khan speeches and songs on three MC 90’ Summer schools 1955-1958;

and from Murshid Musharaff Khan speeches and songs on three MC 90’ Summer school 1967;

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In 1990 they were republished on three CD’s for both the Murshids.
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1988
The old 78rpm records 1924 were improved copied and published as SAR music cassettes.

One MC with the voice of Hazart Inayat Khan in Berlin
One MC with 14 Sufi Songs by Maheboob Khan and 14 Sufi Songs by Musharaff Khan.
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In 1999 these recordings  were published as SAR CD’s together with a CD with old traditional classical india 78 rpm records of Murshid Musharaff Khan of their Suresnes times.
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1988

From Sheikh Maheboob Khan 13 original scores for voice & piano were published by East West Publications in 1988. An important anthology, preface Sheikh Mahmood Khan, edited  and notes from Hakim van Lohuizen and translations from Harunnissa Khanim Maulabakhsh. 
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Earlier separate editions were 7 songs in 1915-20; 3 same in 1924; 7 in 1932; total 11 songs;
There are still more songs not published, but recorded as piano takes of them < 10 songs more.
So there are still more songs to publish. Some were also life recorded sung by the Murshids. 
The piano takes of nearly all the compositions of the Murshids by Hakim van Lohuizen recorded by me in the Universel are published on four CD’s and one extra with Hakim’s own comments.
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1990

Msd Fazl Inayat Khan passed away on 26 September 1990 in London. He was remembered on 14 October in an  Azis Service meeting in the Universel Katwijk and on 2 December in Farnham Khankah Four Winds near London.
He used music as an active part of the sufi training of which are kept as many music cassettes.
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1994

In 1994 the old Indian  records of Hazrat Inayat Khan 1909 with 31 songs were commercial republished from the original takes of EMI Archive in London on two expensive CD’s with a splendid inlay and on a cheaper music cassette with 30 songs.

Biographers of well-known contemporaries of Inayat Khan report that at the
turn of the century, Bombay began to develop as one of the major centres for
classical Hindustani music. Certainly, most of these artists were in one way or
another associated with courtesans, as their ancestors had been since time
immemorial. But some of the courtesans were highly trained and respected
singers themselves. In the secluded and somewhat puritanical atmosphere of
Maula Bakhsh’s home there were no professional women singers. In fact, the
girls of the house were strictly prohibited from cultivating any music what-
soever. Music was glorified as a sacred art, particularly dhrupad and the
Carnatic songs of Tyagaraja and Muthuswamy Dikshitar. Yet in reality Indian

In 1998 the Music and Text Book of Sufi Heartsinging was published by sufilab.
This collection of songs and exercises was the result of years of devotional meetings for 

heartsinging in different sufi locations Darbar, AP, Universel, cellars and holy  gardens

 and finely in the Sufi Serai, the Home of the Homesick. 
These songs are of exercise, homage, tradition, dedication, diwan, devotion, zikr and prayers.
They are meant for unselfing the intellect and simply become one with the only one. 
One must become one to teach and spread oneness.
These songs are in the true sufi tradition of Hazrat Inayat Khan who have given this heartsong:

Many followers but rare it is to find a devotee – Derwish be a devotee! …….
Many students but rare it is to find one who glorifies the Lord – Derwish Alim glorify the Lord!
The heartsongs are all on MC and later on nine CD’s to sing along.

In 2006 on 25 December Murshida Ratan Witteveen-de Vries Feyens passed away in Wassenaar. She was an educated classical pianist and made in later years many compositions on Murshids words. They were often performed in the Universal and later also used for sacred community singing by solemn ceremonies.

The music of Hosh Neva, our Turkish German Sufi Friends,  with Bektash ceremonial songs and Illahir of Yunus Emre were always a happy refreshment and nourishing by their heartbeat.
2016
Murshidzade Hidayat Inayat Khan passed away in 2017 in Munchen.

He was a gifted musician and composer and a hard worker for his living, in later years as a concert violinist in Haarlem. A comprehensive oeuvre of classical compositions inspired by the family  music is his few known inheritance. Murshid Hidayat tried later also to shape the traditional music for some traditional sufi ceremonies. 
So far until now and never complete.
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
